2020 Competition AGM Report
Club Track Days
The Club booked 8 Club Practice Days in 2020 – 2 at SMSP Amaroo, 3 at Wakefield Park, 2 at Pheasant Wood and 1 at Winton. Despite being one more track day than 2019, it actually worked a lot better due to better scheduling.
In the first quarter, COVID-19 hit motorsport, as it did other Club activities. We ran 3 tracks days near the start of the year, before needing to postpone the 4th  event in May. Fortunately, we have a bit of a gap in June, when COVID-19 was at it’s worst.

In 2020, the NSW Club ran the Victorian interstate challenge at Winton. This event was a great success as an event, although numbers didn’t quite reach break-even.

Things had eased up enough for us to run our round of the NSW Supersprint championship in late July, along with the associated Monday Club track day. This was the first or second state-level Motorsport Australia event to be run after conditions were eased, and required a lot more planning than usual, as the NSW Supersprint had to be run under strict conditions. Fortunately, the event was a great success.
The second SMSP event at the Amaroo circuit on the 13th September had to be abandoned when Motorsport Australia (over) reacted to some health advise from the NSW Medical Officer.

The MX-5 Club needed to make a slight adjustment to the pricing of our Wakefield Park track days in 2020, but our track days are still some of the cheapest club track days, and hands down the best value, giving entrants excellent track time. Coupled with better scheduling, Club track days are now consistently profitable.
I would to thank all our volunteers who helped run our Club track days. A big thank you too to Barry Luttrell, the club event secretary who has managed all the entries for our Club track days, and Jenny Luttrell for looking after registration, and Jean Cook for not only being our regular CAMS steward, but also helping out in other roles at a number of our Wakefield Park track days.
I’d like to also thank Joe Kovacic, for playing such a pivotal role in the smooth running of our track days, as the grid marshal.

A number of volunteers have now gained scrutineering qualifications with both AASA and Motorsport Australia, so we can now share that role amongst a number of people with everyone being able to compete as well as fulling this role.
Club Driver Training Days
The driver training days are intended to assist those club members wanting to take their first steps from street driving onto a track, or to help lesser experienced drivers improve their track driving skills. Experienced club motorsport drivers are on hand to provide in-car tuition, particularly for those people driving on a track for the first time.

In 2020, the Club again intended to run 3 Driver Training days at Pheasant Wood. The first one was very successful as we’ve come to expect. However, the second and third driver training days had to be re-purposed, as COVID-19 ruled out having advisors in cars with first-timer. The second Driver Training day was run as an untimed practice day, at a hefty discount to encourage entrants. The third event was postponed until October 18, and replaced the cancelled track day in May.
Thanks to Blake Roy for stepping up and doing a great job organizing the one Driver Training day in 2020, with support from Matt Tarrant. Hopefully we can start running these events again in 2021.
Club Motorkhanas
The Club again booked 3 Club Motorkhanas in 2020. The first one in May had to be cancelled due to COVID-19. The second event in June was just possible when COVID-19 restrictions were eased, and had to be conducted under many restrictions. Thanks to David Wilson and Maria Martin for running and organizing this event. Thanks to all the officials who helped to run the day. The third event will be run later this year.
NSW State Motorkhana

In 2020, The MX-5 Club again picked up a round of the NSW State Motorkhana, and again ran it at the SMSP skidpan. After the success of last years event, fewer Club members entered the event this year, which was a little disappointing. Many thanks to David Lawler, Maria Martin and Gerardo Martin for the hard work in organizing and running this event.
MX-5 Cup
The 2019 MX-5 Cup race series consisted of 6 events at Wakefield Park and Sydney Motorsport Park.
The 2020 season continued the tradition of close but fair racing, with good camaraderie between the drivers. The MX-5 Cup fields have continued to picked up in numbers again in 2020 with 35 drivers entering Cup events over the year, with a number of new competitors taking part. Thanks to Paul Nudd for organizing the MX-5 Cup again this year.
NSW Supersprints
Again without a coordinator in 2020, the number of Club entrants continued to languish. As a result, the Club looks like finishing third again this year. This is disappointing as the rules changed for 2020 in a way that was more favourable for MX-5 Club competitors.
In 2021, we are looking to again signup a coordinator for our entrants in the NSW Supersprint series.
Easter SMSP 6 Hour
This event was unfortunately cancelled in 2020 due to COVID-19.
Philip Island 6 Hour
This event was also unfortunately cancelled in 2020 due to COVID-19.
Alfa 12 Hour regularity at Winton

Ditto with this event. Let’s hope that 2021 is brighter for our regularity competitors.
2021 Motorsport
The 2021 competition calendar is still being finalized and is late due to COVID-19.

The MX-5 Club has had our Wakefield Park dates locked in for some considerable time, including our NSW Supersprint round.

We also have solid dates for Pheasant Wood for track days – until COVID-19 is behind us, we cannot restart Driver Training Day.

The same 4 SMSP motorkhana events are planned, including our round of the NSW State Motorkhana Championship.

Due to COVID-19, we will not run an Amaroo track day in the first half of 2021 – one is planned for the second half.

 The interstate challenge will be at Wakefield Park in 2021. On request from the Victorian Club, we will also run a Saturday event at Pheasant Wood on the same weekend.
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
